who Founded TDCA Christian Elementary School

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The Tabernacle of David Christian Academy, TDCA, was
founded in September 2013 in Pasadena, CA. It was
started out of a desire to provide a true Christian education
that did not compromise on Christian values or academics.

As a 2nd generation Taiwanese American raised within
the Evangelical Formosan Church of Los Angeles, | feel
privileged to have a deeply rooted Christian upbringing
with my parents instilling the importance of faith in God
from an early age. Though my wife, Judy, did not grow up
in a Christian household, her parents sent her to a
Christian elementary school, leading to a foundation of
faith that would bring her to seek Christ in high school. We
feel that much of our faith today as adults had foundations
that were formed when we were very young.

In 2012 when | was recently unemployed and Judy
was transitioning out of teaching in public schools, we took a trip to Kansas City, Missouri, to visit the International House of Prayer
(IHOPKC) and seek God's will for our family in the next chapter of our lives. Judy heard the call of God for the next season when she
felt the Lord say to her, "Will you dream with me to build a school?" She had been a public-school teacher for years, but we felt God's
invitation to build a school that we would be proud to send our children to. We envisioned a school that would establish a strong
Christian foundation for children to form the bedrock of their identity in Christ as they grew up.

And so, with much prayer among our family and friends, we started informational gatherings in the Spring of 2013 to build
interest in the school. Within a few months the Lord provided a group of very dedicated teachers that were willing to teach for a very
small stipend and a pioneering group of families willing to entrust us with their children because they believed in the vision. We
started humbly in September of 2013 in the basement of a local church using curtains to separate children in different classes. In mid-
October, our second daughter was born (Yes, Judy started the school when she was very pregnant!). Taking only two weeks off for
maternity leave, Judy was back with the baby every day to answer the call the God had given her. That first year, we moved multiple
times and endured many hardships, but the Lord was always faithful.

So today, TDCA is a Preschool - 5th grade private Christian school that educates young leaders who embody Christ to change the
world. Pairing both academic and spiritual excellence, we educate students according to their God-given design. Our students learn to
lead out of an intimate relationship with God where they are grounded in His word, His love, and His ways so that they can transform
their spheres of influence.

This Fall, we started our 8th school year. And while it has been challenging due to the pandemic, we have temporarily transitioned
to an online-only model. Not wanting to sacrifice the values and traditions of the school, Judy broadcasts daily morning assemblies on
YouTube Live while continuing to shepherd the school family that she is called to lead. We are so grateful that God has brought
together the generations to bring forth His kingdom purposes on the earth.

Rica Mission Sharing
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Origin

2020 is a difficult year for brothers and sisters in Costa Rica.
Our main pastoral care in this country is to accompany the
brothers and sisters through the troubled journey of Wuhanvirus,
lead the online weekly Bible study, provide brotherhood and
sisterhood, make sure that everyone could express emotions
and had someone to talk to.
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1/1 the 2020 New Year at 5 am we arrived at the airport in
San Jose city. In the past, my brother would have come to pick us
up. In 2019, he went to Taiwan to receive treatment for
lymphoma. Although his condition improved and returned to
Costa Rica (and this was the reason we chose to come again for
missions, partly for the family love) , in May 2020 lymphoma
reoccurred and my brother went to Taiwan again for treatment.
sadly, he was called by the Lord on August 5 and unable to
return to Costa Rica. It was the year of 2005 that | (Mrs. Weng)
was on my short-term mission to Costa Rica for the first time. |
shared it in the book(Taiwan Mission taking off). Since then |
had kept in touch with the Taiwanese church there. T his was
the third time | came back to Costa Rica. Last mission trip was in
2009 and lasted for two and half years.

A Year of Deep Sorrow

Beginning in January, our elders took turns leading the
Sunday school. Due to the spread of the pandemic in Costa Rica
in March, the elders decided to hold LINE online worship
services from March 15th (the third Sunday). Some elders who
hadn't mastered the internet, and some brothers who didn't
have the internet service at home, would all come to the pastor
hall to worship. In May, the coronavirus grew more severe.
Three families originally planned and postponed their trip to
Taiwan, however since the government locked down the country,
all of them had no way of leaving their homes and eventually
suffered from the epidemic. During those four months, three
co-workers (out of these three families) who had enthusiastically
served the Lord left us and returned to heaven swiftly. Also, on
one Friday morning, the Holy Spirit moved us to visit a mother
of 2 sisters. Unexpectedly she was hospitalized that night till
Monday and never came back again. These four families were in
extreme sorrow in 2020. The desperate need for companionship,
comfort, care, grief counseling suddenly faced the church
congregation. It was truly the most difficult time of the year.

Costa Rica Ministry

During the lockdown period, originally only one day a week
no one could drive, later on it turned out to be one could only
drive on that particular day to buy food or shop at the pharmacy,
plus show his receipts. You could not go out on the other six
days and there was time control. It was quite troubled for those
who enjoyed walking exercise and participating in various
activities. We thus established an online fellowship for brothers,
sisters as well as family members to chat online and share their
life testimonies. Besides, we had a great burden for the young
2nd generation Spanish-speaking group who attended online
worship every Sunday. We texted them the translated Spanish
service awa arrancad 3 special sharing in

Spanish, and
. provided them
with the Sunday
school teaching
in both Chinese
and Spanish. Still
we felt it was not
enough for them,
" they did need a

. ‘ their own. Finally,

we found Pastor John Wang who grew up in Argentina and now
pastoring in Flushing, New York. Pastor Wang has been leading
the young group through the Zoom classroom since September.

Vision

Originally there were four churches in San Jose, the capital
of Costa Rica. The Living Water Church had always wanted to
merge with a Taiwanese church or other Mandarin church
because it had no place of its own. However, Taiwanese Logos
Evangelical Church in Costa Rica did not agree to the merger.
The Living Water Church finally merged with a Mandarin church.
Many Mandarin Church members gradually transferred to the
Cantonese church or our Taiwanese Logos church to worship. At
this time, we saw the need for children's ministry and started
the online children's Sunday school. We provided a Chinese
language teaching for them and at the same time paved the way
for gospel pre-groundwork. Many children and their parents
would come together to learn Chinese online. We had a pretty
strong team with some principals who used to manage Chinese
schools in America, and professionally trained teachers. Some
teachers were good at telling stories, some good at internet
technology, and they all learned from one another. The fun
methods caused the children to learn happily and effectively.
Parents also gathered once a month to discuss about teaching
policies, parent-child relationship, children psychology and
communication skills. This was a field with great potential. The
children’ s heart soil was so rich, it just needed to be fertilized
and watered. | believe the Holy Spirit would have an abundant
harvest in no time.
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Long time no see. | know you have been putting all your effort into
spreading God's gospel. God has blessed you for your hard work doing
what your heart desire and devoting your life to God. Since 2002 we
have been devoting to the United Nations Art Project "Arts For
Humanity World Tour" and we have rarely been in New York. Especially
in the last decade, we stayed most of time in Taipei. In order to
concentrate on our New York business in the future, we are selling our
Taipei Art Museum. God is love
